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[ Safety Precautions

A Warning Denotes the possibility of serious injury or death.

e Do not trigger the flash in close proximity to people’s eyes.

Exposure to the intense light produced by the flash could damage
eyesight. In particular, remain at least 1 meter (3.3 feet) away from infants
when using the flash.

e Store this equipment out of the reach of children and infants.

A strap wound around a child’s neck may result in asphyxiation.

If your product uses a power cord, mistakenly winding the cord around a
child’s neck may result in asphyxiation.

Information Display

No Information Display

Screen brightness is automatically increased by the night view
function when you are shooting under low light, making it easier
to check how shots are composed. However, on-screen image
brightness may not match the brightness of your shots. Note that
any on-screen image distortion or jerky subject motion will not
affect recorded images.

If you erase a grouped image ([198), all images in the group
are also erased. Be careful when erasing images.

Grouped images can be played back individually (L192) and
ungrouped (L1192).

Protecting (I1196) a grouped image will protect all images in
the group.

Grouped images can be viewed individually when played back
using Image Search ([[191) or Smart Shuffle (L[195). In this
case, images are temporarily ungrouped.

The following actions are not available for grouped images:
editing Face ID information (L[193), magnifying (LL194),
tagging as favorites (L[1101), editing (([1102), printing
(1153), setting up individual image printing (H1157), or
adding to a photobook (1158). To do these things, either
view grouped images individually ({192) or cancel grouping

(C192) first.

If you register a person ahead of time, the camera will detect that person’s
face, and prioritize focus, brightness, and color for that person when
shooting. In [AUTO] mode, the camera can detect babies and children
based on registered birthdays and optimize settings for them when
shooting.

This function is also useful when searching for a specific registered
person among a large number of images (L191).

Registering people ahead of time is also a good way to let you extract
them easily for a Story Highlights album (C1108).
