Isolating valves should be fitted.
These taps are suitable for low and high pressure systems.
Pressure regulators should be used to achieve nominally equal supply. 
If you are unsure, please obtain the advice of a professional plumber before 
attempting any work. Minimum working pressure 0.2 bar.
Note: the hot and cold inlet tails are indicated at the base of the tap.

To validate the guarantee, you must retain 
proof of purchase. None of the foregoing affects your statutory rights.
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1. Check the water use requirements under 
local regulations and fit pressure regulators 
to the brass straight connectors (G) first, if 
required.

2. Attach the flexible hoses (E).
Note which hose is connected to the hot and 
cold inlets. 

3. Screw the stud (D) into the base of the 
mixer tap (A). 

4. Ensure that the seating O-ring is under the 
base of the mixer tap before attaching to the 
mounting surface. 

5. Place the mixer tap (A) on the mounting 
surface, inserting the flexible hoses (E) and the 
stud (D) through the hole in the surface. 

6. Below the mounting surface, push the   
rubber and metal horseshoe washers (B & C 
respectively) onto the stud (D). 

7. Whilst holding the washers in place, screw 
the fixing nut (F) onto the stud (D). Position 
the mixer as required. Once in position, 
hold the mixer and tighten the fixing nut (F) 
securely. 
Do not over-tighten as this may damage the 
mounting surface.

8. Connect the flexible hoses to the water  
supply. Hot and cold inlets are indicated by 
blue and red markers. Ensure that the hoses 
are connected to the supplies using isolating 
valves.

Commissioning
Open isolating valves and check for leaks. 
Turn tap head to cold and lift to turn on.
Allow a few minutes of cold running and then repeat for the hot water. 
Turn off and check for further leaks. 

Installation

Cleaning and Care
Clean using warm, soapy water only. 
Do not use scourers or abrasive cleaners which may affect the surface finish. 
Never use corrosive acidic or alkaline cleaning materials on fittings or surfaces.
Always flush cleaning materials away with copious amounts of water and wipe down to dry.

Isolating valves and pressure 
regulators are not supplied.
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Warning! Before installation, thoroughly flush through the supply pipes to 
remove any remaining swarf, solder or other impurities. Failure to do so 
could cause damage to the internals of the tap.
