5 UNIT START UP

Turn on hot and cold water supplies, and check for leaks above and below the basin.

6 VALVE FUNCTIONS

By lifting the Lever Handle upwards, the valve will be activated. Water flow will increase by continuing to lift up the Lever Handle.

By rotating the Lever Handle counter-clockwise, the water temperature will decrease. By rotating the Lever Handle colockwise, the water
temperature will increase.
