If the appliance is to be fitted within a bathroom, a good understanding of the zoning within 
bathrooms is required to ensure the unit is mounted in a safe position. The appliance is rated as 
IPX4 and should be installed outside of Zones 0 -2. We would advise when the unit is fitted within 
a bathroom, the plug is removed from the unit, and a suitable fused spur is installed in accordance 
with BS 7671. In addition, when used in a bathroom, it must be protected by a suitable RCD to 
prevent the risk of electric shock and must not be immersed in water when cleaning.

IMPORTANT! 
Before commencing installation, the water and electrical supplies should be turned OFF. 
 

Please note that with your floor-mounted toilet, a Flush Pipe and a Waste Pipe are supplied; these may not 
be required, as they depend on the cistern to which the toilet is being connected and the position of the 
soil stack. 
 
If you are fitting the toilet to a Better Bathrooms concealed cistern, the flush pipe supplied with the toilet 
will not be required, as it is included in the concealed cistern package and can be cut to fit. 
 
If your current soil stack comes up from the floor, the waste pipe supplied with the toilet will not be 
suitable. A waste pipe to suit your application should be purchased. 
 
Before attempting installation, ensure you have all the required tools and fittings to ensure a successful 
installation.

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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS 

Prepare the wall or unit against which the toilet will be installed to provide access for the water, cable, 
flush, and waste pipes. 
 
Prepare the water supply pipe with a 1/2" female connector and electrical 3 core cable (which should be 
connected to a 13-amp fused spur or isolation switch outside the bathroom) as per below, allowing for 
200mm of water supply pipe and 400mm of electrical cable to extend beyond the surface against which 
the toilet will sit, to allow connection to the toilet unit.. 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
The installation shown is for a back-to-wall toilet 
with a WC unit. 
For which you will remove the unit's front panel 
and cut out the area to accommodate the pipe 
and cable, using the "Recommended Installation 
Area" shown on the previous page. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Connect the stop valve to the pipe end, ensuring it fits snugly and is tightened with a spanner. 
Once connected and fully tightened, place a bucket under the stop valve, open the stop valve and flush the 
pipe for at least 10 seconds to remove any debris in the system. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Once flushed through, turn the stop valve to the 
closed position.  
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Using a 12mm drill bit, drill two holes in the floor 
using the dimensions shown below. 
When drilling into a tiled surface, it is 
recommended to use tape at the drilling location 
to prevent the drill bit from slipping. 
Ensure no pipes/cables are running under the floor 
in the drilling location. 
 
  
 

 
 
 
Insert the 2 wall plugs into the holes drilled in the previous 
step. Attach a floor fixing bracket to either side using a 
hexagonal screw through the hole on its base.

Connect the 1/2" female threaded end of the Filter to the 
Stop Valve, ensuring to fit the seal provided and tighten. 
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FILTER INSTALLATION 
 

 
 
The required water supply pressure is 0.7-7.5 Bar as stated in the technical specifications. Check the water 
supply when connecting the filter. 
To meet the 0.7 bar water supply, there should be 1.5L (3 bottles of water, 500ml) within 60 seconds. 
Please note that this is after the filter is installed. If this is not met, water flow must be increased. 

 
 

 
Connect the 3/8" - 1/2" Flexi Pipe to the Filter, 
ensuring to fit the seal provided and tighten using a 
spanner, do not over-tighten as this could crack the 
plastic body of the Filter. 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Remove the screws on the seat, using a cross-head 
screwdriver, ensuring not to lose the screws once removed. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
Pull the seat from the toilet pan (Ensure the seat is not 
turned upside down). 
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Push the toilet base into position against the wall, 
ensuring that the waste and flush pipes on the rear are 
fully engaged to create a full seal. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Pull the flexi pipe and electrical cable through to connect to 
the seat unit.  
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
Insert the side fixing screws through the cover holder 
before inserting the screws through the side of the toilet, 
ensuring it engages with the fixing bracket secured to the 
floor. 
 
Tighten until secure, then push the cover cap down. 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
Strip the end of the household cable to expose the 
wires for connection to the coupler.  
 
When stripped, tidy the ends and connect to the 
coupler as shown, ensuring the screws are tightened 
and the wire ends are fully secured. 
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Follow the same process for the cable attached to the 
toilet, then connect the coupler sections together.  
 
 

 
Connect the end of the water supply flexi pipe to 
the tank inlet on the underside of the toilet lid. This 
will require a firm push to connect the flexi to the 
inlet. 
Once fully inserted and secure, tighten the nut. 
Before replacing the seat, turn on the water supply, 
the stop valve and the electrical supply. 
After turning on the water and electrical supplies, 
you MUST carry out the RCD test. Instructions for 
this are printed on the rear of the RCD. A leak check 
must also be conducted on all water connections. 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
If the water volume in the flushing system is too high and 
splashes over the rim, a flush rate limiter is necessary. If, 
after installing the limiter, the bowl does not fully 
empty/clean, cut off one or more teeth of the limiter. 
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When checks are satisfactorily completed, 
the lid assembly can be re-fitted to the pan, 
and the flexi pipe and cables can be 
carefully fed under the pan. While doing 
this, be careful not to trap or kink the pipe 
or cable.

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INSTALLATION OF REMOTE HOLDER 
 
 

Clean the wall surface where the remote-control holder will be installed. 
Ensure the surface is completely dry before installation.  
 

 
 
Peel off the adhesive strip cover from the rear of the holder. 
 
 
 
 

Position the holder against the wall with the adhesive side facing the surface. Ensure it is 
level, then press firmly and hold in place for a few seconds.  
 

 
 
Once securely fixed, place the remote control onto the holder. The built-in magnet will keep 
the remote securely in place. 
 
 
 
 

 
 

REMOTE CONTROL 
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FITTING / REPLACING THE BATTERIES 
• Do not mix different types of batteries, or new and used batteries. 

• Insert batteries with the correct polarity, as indicated. 

• Remove exhausted batteries and dispose of them safely. 

• If the appliance will not be used for an extended period, remove the batteries. 

 
NOTE: Batteries not supplied. The remote requires 2x 3V CR2032 batteries.  

When the light flashes continuously, the batteries need to be replaced. 

WASH OPERATION 
 

• Always be seated when using the toilet wash operation.  

• Before the wash spray commences, a clean operation will take place and water will run from under the 
nozzle for a few seconds, then extend and spraying for the wash will commence. 
 
Press the "Wash" button on the remote control, and it starts to wash. It will automatically stop after 3 
minutes, or you can stop washing by pressing the "Stop" button. 
 

 
 
OR  
You can operate by rotating the dial. Rotate the dial in the clockwise 
direction to activate "Female wash" and the anticlockwise direction for 
"Rear wash". It will stop after 3 minutes. You can stop washing before this 
by pressing the “Stop” button. 
 
NOTE: Once your product is installed and all water and electrical supplies are connected and operational, 
your toilet is ready for use. Lift the toilet seat lid and sit down so the sensor detects a user.  
 
Press the wash button; the toilet will initially run an automatic nozzle self-clean for about 9 seconds, then 
the wash (for the user) will commence. When you stop the wash, the toilet will self-clean for around 9 
seconds. When the wash mode is activated, after a 10-second delay, the nozzle will move for 18 seconds 
before staying in the set position for the rest of the wash.

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While in wash mode, you can adjust the following settings: 
 
 

MASSAGE OPERATION 
 
In the process of Rear or Female washing: Hold either the "+" or "-" temperature 
button on the remote control, then repeatedly press the "+" flow button to cycle 
through the massage modes.  

• Normal: When one indicator light is on. 

• Oscillating: When two indicator lights are on. 

• Pulsating: When three indicator lights are on. 

• Oscillating + Pulsating: When four indicator lights are on. 
 
 

WATER FLOW 

Change between LOW, MEDIUM or HIGH 

To adjust the water flow, press the + or - water 
flow buttons on the remote. The indicator will 
show the rate of water flow as LOW, MEDIUM, or

the toilet. Turn the dial clockwise to increase the 
flow, or anticlockwise to decrease it.

AIR TEMPERATURE ADJUSTMENT 

During drying, adjust the air temperature using the

These can be adjusted when no 
other function is in operation. 

NIGHT LIGHT 

The night light defaults to always on. 
Remote Adjustment: Hold the "+" or "-" 
temperature button on the remote control and 
simultaneously short-press the "-" nozzle button to 
change between OFF, ON and SMART modes (the 
light will operate in dark conditions). 
 

• Close mode: when one indicator light is on. 

• Always on mode: when two indicator lights are 
on.

Without sitting, press and hold the control dial on the side of the seat for 6 
seconds; the seat will enter "Standby Mode". 
Press and hold the button again for 6 seconds to restart the seat. 
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REMOTE CONTROL SYNC 

 

Step 1: Open the lid and the seat. Turn off the 
night light using the side control (refer to the "light 
Setting"). 
 
Step 2: Press and hold the STOP button (1) and "-" 
button (4) simultaneously for a few seconds until 
the first light (5) flashes. 
 
Step 3: Release the STOP button (1) but continue 
pressing the "-" button (4). 
 
Step 4: While still pressing the "-" button (4), press 
the "-" button (2), then the "+" button (3), and 
finally release the "-" button (4).

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REPLACING THE FILTER 
 
The filter supplied has a life of 6 months and should be replaced to prevent reduced flow. This can be 
affected by water type, e.g., hard water areas. 
 
To replace the filter, you will need to turn off the 
power supply, the water supply, and the seat will 
need to be removed.  
Once the power has been cut to the unit, unscrew 
the seat from the toilet; do not turn the seat 
upside down. Once removed, access the filter and 
the stop valve. 
 
 
 
Turn the stop valve to the closed position.  
 
 

 
 
Disconnect the filter and replace with the new part, 
ensuring to re-fit the seals.  
 
 
 

 
 
Feed the pipes back into the toilet base, turn the power back on and reset the 
RCD. 
Re-open the stop valve. 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
Re-fit the seat and secure it into position.  
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DESCALING THE DEVICE 
• You will need to descale the device at least once a year, or more often depending on the number of 

shower cycles and the water quality in your environment. 
 

• During the descaling procedure, you can continue to use the toilet without the shower functions. 
 

• The descaling procedure lasts up to 30 minutes. During this time, the blue LED light always flashes, and the 
device makes a sound. Once the blue LED switches off, the spray functionality is ready for operation again. 
 

• Please use descaling agents of less foam. 
 

CAUTION: Damage to the human body and the device from aggressive descaling agents 

 
1. Open the cover and seat. 

 

 

2. Open the descaling cover.  
NOTE: Water is flowing from the nozzle at 
this time. When the device bleeps twice, it 
means you can pour the descaling agents. 

 

3. Open the rubber cover. 

 

4. Pour descaling agents. Dosage: about 150ml. 

 

5. Close the rubber cover and descaling cover. 

 

6. Close the rubber cover and descaling cover. 
Then it will start the descaling procedure. 
During the descaling procedure, you can 
continue to use the toilet without the shower 
functions. It will last for about half an hour. 
During this time, the LED of the dial will flash. 
Once the LED stops flashing and resumes the 
breathing light, and with a long "BI", the 
spray functionality is once again ready for 
operation. 
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DRAINING THE WATER TANK 
 
The water and power must be cut to the unit before work is started. Do not invert the seat. Ensure a 
water-holding container is in place before draining. 

 

 
Using pliers, hold the plug on the tank, turn it to OPEN, and pull it out. Water will start to drain. After 
draining is completed, insert the plug and turn to CLOSE. 
 

ONE-ON-ONE SETTING 
To control specific electronic bidets when multiple units are installed in the same area, follow these steps: 
1. Open both covers and seat and remain unseated. 
2. On the remote, simultaneously press and hold the "stop" button and "shift" button to adjust the 
temperature until all five lights are on and the first indicator light flashes. 
3. Release the "stop" button, but continue pressing the "shift" button. 
4. Press the "-" and "+" of the flow in order, then release the "shift" button; the lighted indicator now 
shows the current ID code. 
5. Use the "-" and "+" flow buttons to change the ID code; there are 32 ID codes in total, with the first code 
set as the default. 
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ALTERNATIVE MATCHING METHOD: 
1. Hold the "female wash" button on the remote for approximately 5 seconds until the indicators light up 
in turn, and a short beep is heard. 
 

 
2. Press and release the "Stop" button on the bidet seat; the remote indicators will stay on for 2 seconds, 
and a long beep will confirm successful matching. 

 

 

RESTORE FACTORY SETTINGS AND BATTERY REPLACEMENT 
 
RESTORE FACTORY DEFAULT SETTINGS 
• Remove and reinstall the batteries from the remote control; five indicators will turn on. 
• Hold the "stop" button on the remote; the five indicators will turn on in turn. 
• Release the button, and the factory default settings are restored. 
 

REPLACE THE BATTERIES 
• The remote control requires 2 x 3V CR2032 batteries. (Not supplied). 
• Replace batteries immediately when the level light flashes continuously.

If the product is not used for more than 72 hours, the next time it is used and the wash function is 
activated, the unit will carry out a self-clean for approximately 3 minutes. All functions will be deactivated 
during this time. 

 
CLEANING THE NOZZLE 
It is recommended to regularly clean the nozzle to prevent blockages. To manually clean the nozzle, follow 
the steps below: 
• Open the seat cover and seat, then rotate the control dial clockwise. 
• The nozzle will extend; rub clean with a brush to clean the nozzle holes, and then wipe clean. 
• The nozzle will return after 5 minutes, or you can press the Stop button.

Daily Remove water drops with a soft, lint-free cloth to avoid 

limescale build-up.

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TROUBLESHOOTING
