Ensure that the enclosure is ftted to a level tray or foor and vertical walls.

The enclosure is designed to allow for 20mm adjustment when ftted to ‘out of true
walls’ .

The thickness of the tiles used will affect the overall position of the enclosure on the tray.
When drilling through ceramic tiles use a specialist drill bit.

Where possible drill between tiles in the grout.

When working near a tray or bath, ensure that the waste is covered so that small parts
do not fall down it.

3. In hard water areas, insoluble lime salts may be deposited on the glass. If this is allowed
to build up it becomes increasingly difficult to remove and looks unsightly. Regular
cleaning will minimize this effect.
